Recipes  You’ll Love!

Cheesy Potato Soup
4 large baking potatoes
2/3 cup flour
3-4 tsp. salt to taste
4 green onions, chopped  
  and divided
1/3 cup Velveeta cheese
Potato flakes (optional)
2/3 cup butter or margarine
6 cups milk 
½ tsp. pepper
1 ½ cups cheddar cheese, divided
8 oz. sour cream
Bacon

Bake potatoes and cube.  Melt butter 
and add flour to make it smooth; 
add milk, stirring constantly until it 
thickens (add potato flakes, if desired, 
to help thicken).  Add baked potato 
cubes, salt, pepper, and 2 Tblsps. 
green onions, ½ cup bacon and 1 
cup cheddar cheese and the Velveeta 
cheese.  Cook until thoroughly heated 
and add sour cream.  Serve with 
remaining bacon, green onions and 
cheese on top as a garnish.  
Makes one Dutch oven full.
